Doodle 4 Google 2013 U.S. Winner Announced Today
Winner’s Doodle, “Coming Home” To Be Featured On Home Page Tomorrow
MOUNTAIN VIEW, CA (March 22, 2013) – Sabrina Brady outshined 130,000 other contestants in Google’s Doodle 4 Google (NYSE:GOOG) competition. The competition invited K-12 U.S. students to create doodles depicting the theme, “My best day ever…”. National winner Sabrina Brady illustrated her reunion with her father when he returned from Iraq after an 18-month deployment. 

The Doodle 4 Google competition is in its 6th year and has been growing in popularity with 114,000 applicants in 2012 and 130,000 in 2013. Submitted over a two-month period, Google selected the best doodle from each state, and had viewers vote on their favorite. Brady, from Sparta, Wisc., marks the second year in a row that the winner has come from Wisconsin.

Brady attended a ceremony in New York City today to honor her and other finalists. As the national winner, she received a $30,000 college scholarship, a Google Chromebook, a Wacom digital design tablet, and a $50,000 technology grant to her school, Sparta High School. The 17-year-old student plans to use the scholarship money to attend Minneapolis College of Art and Design this fall. Additionally, an exhibition of the 50 selected state winners will be displayed at the American Museum of Natural History in New York City May 22 through July 14.

Doodle 4 Google judges entries based on artistic merit, creativity, and theme communication. Google puts together a panel of guest judges to help judge the applications. Notably among this years’ judges were TV journalist, Katie Couric; director of Lilo & Stich, Chris Sanders; drummer, DJ and member of The Roots, Ahmir “?uestlove” Thompson and photographer, Deborah Feingold.

“Her creative use of the Google letters to illustrate this heartfelt moment clearly resonated with voters across the country and all of us at Google,” said Doodle Team Lead Ryan Germick when asked what made Sabrina Brady stand out to the judges.

Brady’s image will be viewable on Google’s homepage March 23rd, 2013 for 24 hours. Doodle 4 Google 2014 contest details will be announced January 2014.
