GNC is seeking students 17 to 24 years old from Universities, Colleges and high schools in the metropolitan areas of Chicago, Pittsburgh, New York City, Boston, Miami, Houston, and Los Angeles to work with the GNC campaign and public relations teams. Student brand ambassadors will advocate for the prevention of homelessness by signing up students, faculty, staff, and local community members to run or volunteer at the 5k in their city. 

GNC President and CEO Joseph Fortunato said, “We’re really excited about the collaboration. We’ve never done a philanthropy to help prevent homelessness. We thought this was the perfect opportunity to work with the Alliance and students to do something huge and out of the ordinary.”

In addition to signing up the public to participate in the 5k, brand ambassadors in the Pittsburgh area have the opportunity to sell tickets for the music festival to students on their high school and college campuses. These students will also work at the festival to distribute GNC giveaways and sign up guests to volunteer or run at the Pittsburgh 5k.
